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Airport Media Centre


Athens International Airport designed and built a state-of-the art Media Centre, upgrading the level of Media accommodation at the airport.
This user-friendly facility equipped according to the latest technology standards, will offer efficient facilitation of media communication requirements, starting from the Olympic and Paralympic Games period. 

During the Games period, the Airport’s Media Centre (located at the Main Terminal Arrivals Level, Entrance 1), will operate on a daily basis from 07:00 to 23:00 hrs., providing journalists with information regarding the Airport’s traffic, operation and its services, through press communiques and printed, photographic and audiovisual material. Furthermore, Media will be supported in their reports, live transmissions, electronic communication etc, via a variety of hi-tech services offered by AIA’s new infrastructure. 

During the Games, AIA’s Press Office and specialised IT&T personnel will be available daily at the Media Centre securing the level of services to Media representatives, as well as the smooth handling of the facility’s state-of-the-art systems.
The main technical characteristics of the Airport’s Media Centre

The Airport’s Media Centre is equipped with:

· Dedicated lounge for Press Conferences / briefings, presentations, interviews
· Fully equipped working booths (telephones, faxes, printer & photocopies facilities, plasma screens)
· Projector screens with live transmission capability (live conference link)
· Simultaneous translation booth
· Wireless Internet Connection, through laptop or palm computers 
· Laptop plug-in capability in the Conference room 
Fibre optic network for the routing of audiovisual signals

The specially designed high technology system and the installation of a fibre optic network and active equipment, enable the central control of all audio-video signals that can be routed to different plug-in, plug-out positions at the airport’s main terminal area. 

Analytically:
· 2 connection points at the Arrivals Level

· 3 connection points at the Departures Level

· 1 connection point located at the parking area (close to MTB) dedicated for ENG Links

· 1 connection point located at the central telecommunication room (OTE) of the airport

· 1 connection point located inside the Media Centre

In all, the technical infrastructure designed and implemented by the Information Technology and Telecommunications Department of Athens International Airport S.A. is capable of controlling, splitting and adjusting up to 51 different audiovisual signal sources (AV).
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
